Existing fittings must be completely removed before 
installation of a new product.

•	 Remove the shade from the product by releasing the 
four side shade retaining clips.

•	 Carefully pierce a small hole in the rubber grommet in 
the back plate to allow the cable to pass through.

•	 Ensure the ceiling is capable of holding the weight 
of the product. Take care to avoid damaging any 
concealed wiring and pipes.The correct fixings should 
be used. Ensure there is a joist at the point of fixing to 
support the weight of the product. 

•	 Thread the cable through the grommet and wire as 
detailed below.

Having correctly identified the wiring from your existing 
light fitting, remove the cover from the terminal blcok, 

pull the wire through the hole and connect to the 
connection block inside the product in the following way:
