Commissioning

« Refit the grill back into position, remembering to refit

the earth connector.

« Ensure the ceiling is capable of holding the weight
of the product. Take care to avoid damaging
any concealed wiring and pipes. The correct
fixings should be used for brick, cavity walls or
plasterboard.

« Fix into position.

* Wire as detailed below.

» No loose strands have been left out of the connection
block.
