INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

1. Drill holes in FINISHED

3. Thread handle flange (1) onto
valve stem. Place inverter (2)
onto the valve stem (3). Instal
the handle (4) onto the
inverter (2) and secure with
screw (5). Insert the index (6)

4. Place spout assembly (1)

through mounting hole in shank (2) until it is completely
deck. Secure spout with seated. Place clip (3) through
rubber washer (2), metal slots (4).

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

TROUBLE SHOOTING

7.Connect the flexible water supply
hose (1) to the bottom of valve
bodies (2) as show. Align T-tube (3)
in a position which will allow
maximum clearance to connect
hoses.

Carefully bend the hoses to fit
available space.

Carefully thread the hose couplings
to the sides of the T-tube (3).

8.Important: After installation is 8
completed, remove aerator.
Turn on water supply and allow
both hot and cold water to run
for at least one minute each.
While water is running, check
for leaks.

Replace aerator.
Tighten nuts slightly to stop
minor leaks.

MAINTENANCE

Your new Design House faucet is designed to give you years of trouble free performance. Keep it
looking new by cleaning it periodically with a soft cloth. Avoid abrasive cleaners, steel wool and harsh
chemicals that will dull the finish and void your warranty.

Brass finishes are polished, then protected with a lacquer coating to help prevent tarnishing. Clean
these surfaces only with a damp, soft cloth.

Under the Safe Drinking Water Act, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency restricts the
amount of lead used in brass and solder.
