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FRONT RING

Place one or at most two lenses and/or louver into the

front ring.

LENS OR LOUVER

Replace the front ring.

Squeeze the spring ends and remove it from the front

ring.

SPRING END

Squeeze the spring ends and place on top of the lenses

(louver) and into the top groove of the front ring. Use

the bottom groove if a single lens or louver is used.

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SPECIAL INSTALLATION:

Locking the Fixture in Permanent

Position (Optional)

To lock the fixture head in a permanent vertical position,

loosen the #6-32 set screw on

cylindrical connector with the provided 1/16 Allen

wrench.

Rotate the fixture head to the desired position.

Tighten the #6-32 set screw with the 1/16 Allen wrench.

– A new CMH lamp is a discharge lamp and requires some
time to start and come to full brightness after a power
interruption.

A Tip For Prolonging CMH Lamp
Life

– Do not operate the lamps continuously for extended
periods, turn the lamp off once per week for at least 15
minutes. This will reduce the risk of rupture.
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
